HALLS OF RESIDENCE

The University has elpht halls ol residenve. one of which |s for
femate shudents. The lotal capacity of these halls b arouncd 2,800
inclading 490 female students, The halls are named after the
nattanal heroes, edueationists, poets and eminent persanalities

of Lhe eouplty,

The existing capacity accommedates around 80% ol the total
nimber of studerits ol the Universite. Nor-reshdential dtidents
are ta be attached twoa hall of residenee; soo that the
adminisirative contral of students are hall-hosed.

All of 1he eight halls are set in givdens and Jush green kwns and
are within easv walking distanres of the Unwersity, shopping
centers and on hus routes 1o the aty aml suburbs. Rooms
depending on sizes are shared by 3 10 4 students. Every Tl hias
pommon-reontitelevision  Jounge.  Nbrae  dining hall and
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prayver roon. Other facilllies suclias root laundry service and
barber shop are also avatlable,

HEALTH SERVICE

Astudents health center provides primary and basic-health care
fellities to students, both fesidential and non-residential, free:
of charge, A hospltal and an oat-patienl dispensary are
mialntained [or the students, The cenler i= stalled with six full

time general practilloners who also attend residentia] student-
patients en eall. For speciallzed consulled diseases, the center
refers Lhe patiendls lo specialist-consulinnts, The University
bears: all hpspital expenses, in case a student needs
hospllalizatlon,

ATHLETIC CLUB

The alhletic club ol e Uniyersly provides exeellent focilities Lo
students lor physical lithess Indispensable loe a healthy mine
andt bodyl The University maintalns a Beauliful playground, a
sipgush courl, tenmis lowns, cricket-pitch volley ball ang
basketball eouris. A well-equipped modern gymnasium provicdes
ample facilities for all types ol physical activitles 1o a large
number of sludents at-a time: The athletic club arranges a
coloriul athlete tompelition every year in the form of annual
sports meet,

For improvement ol the standard ol games and sports, regular
conching by experts are arranged, The University arranpes inter-
hall footlsall, hockey. baskeiball, tennis, swimming
compelitions and inler-facully crickel competitions; I also
participates in inler-Universily and national compelitions in
which the University Teams and parlicipants have won medals
o dilférent oeeaslons. Inder-hall indoor game compelitions are
held and sometimes teachers-student friendly games are also
arranged,

AUDMTORIUM COMPLEX

The University has its own Auditerium Complex with modern
facilities which houses one auditorium with a seating capacity of
LO0S. Within this vomplex. a cajleen calérs lo studenls and
teachers. There 15 also a seminar hall, with a seating capacity of
250 cupable of aceommodaling conlyrences and scminars.
Besicles this auditerium complex, a 200 capacity seminar room
