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ABSTRACT
The speaker will present multi-dimensional database architecture for the next decade in context with the perspective of Bangladesh. Multi-lingual database system, managing terabytes, storage and querying of semi-structured data and integrating legacy data with the Internet are challenges for the existing database management systems. The Internet requires data abstraction in multiple views with different languages. No integrated environment is found supporting databases in Bangla and other languages. Managing terabytes is not current issue for Bangladesh but when it will come into existence; the country will need to buy systems spending millions of taka. The author will present ideas and research plan for these next decade solutions.
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
